B) Remember God’s Provision & Care – The Jar of Manna
Context: 
God’s feeding of the Israelites: Exodus 16:1-30, 31-35

· Remember who God is and what you can do with God

· Manna = “What is this?” God may not answer your need the way you expect

· Reflect on how God has provided for you over the years so as to overwhelm your current needs

· Don’t tell God how big your problem is, tell your problem how big your God is
· Your words can influence your thoughts ~ remember, life and death is in the tongue

· In times of need, who you truly trust in will be revealed
C) Remember God’s Calling – Aaron’s Rod
Context: 
Confirming Aaron’s leadership: Numbers 17:1-7, 8-11
Additional Verses: 

Ephesians 1:11 
“In Him we were also chosen, having been predestined according to the plan of Him…”
Psalm 139:16 
“All the days ordained for me were written in your book before one of them came to be”
John 15:16 

“…I chose you and appointed you to go and bear fruit…”

Side Notes:

· According to tradition, the rod of Aaron bore sweet almonds on one side and bitter on the other

· Genesis 43:11 ~ The almond is described as “among the best of fruits”

· In the Old Testament, the almond is a symbol of watchfulness and promise due to its early flowering
· In the midst of the enemy’s lies, let the light of God’s calling shine forth from it

· Note that the rod didn’t just bud, but flowered and produced fruit ~ a result greater than expected
· Now is the time to make the most of God’s calling ~ eternity is the result of your efforts here and now

· Your calling is unique and specific to you ~ only you can accomplish what God has planned
